CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Shurley called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  
and delivered the Invocation followed by The Pledge of Allegiance to The United States Flag and The Texas Flag.
	 PRESENTATIONS, RECOGNITIONS AND UPDATES WERE PRESENTED:
		City Manager Edward Carrasco reported that Water Works Supervisor Charlotte McElwain was going to give an update on the water status.  Mrs. McElwain reported that she had been contacted by Mr. Jim Polonis who is with The Sutton County Underground Water Conservation District and reported that some private water wells had tested positive for E. coli    and they are in the process of trying to find the contamination She has shut down Well No. 6, which is in the vicinity of where the possible contamination might be.  She reassured the Council that the City’s water has not been contaminated.

CONSENT AGENDA:
	The minutes for the June 15th and June 29th  meeting were unanimously approved upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ITEMS:
6a. 2nd READING TO EXPEND 4B SALES TAX FUNDS-AMIS GIFT SHOP:
	The second reading was held regarding the 4b Sales Tax Funds in the amount of $5,000.00 to assist Amis Gift Shop with the purchase of a floral cooler.  Motion was made by Councilmember Johnson and seconded by Councilmember Munn to adopt Resolution No. 2015-R-07 authorizing the amount of $5,000.00 of 4B sales tax revenue to Amis Gift Shop by The Sonora Economic Development Corp.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.
6b:  SEDC QUARTERLY REPORT:
	The SEDC Quarterly Report was approved upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.  Motion passed unanimously. 
6c:  PUBLIC HEARING TO ASSIST EATON HILL:
	Sonora Economic Development Corporation has approved a community development grant in the amount of $62,000.00 for assistance in operating costs to Eaton Hill Nature Center.  No action was taken on this matter since this is the first public hearing.
6d:  REQ. –VIVA SONORA TO LAY BRICKS AT MARGARET GALBREATH PARK:	
	Mrs. Jo Ann Hernandez and Mrs. Juanita Gomez with Viva Sonora reported that The Cauthorn Trust will be assisting them with the amount of $8,000.00 to pay for the costs of laying down the bricks at The Margaret Galbreath Park.  They are requesting that the City assists in preparing the ground where the bricks are going to be placed and to pull the weeds at the park within the next two months.  Motion authorizing the city employees to assist with the brick laying project and to pull the weeds at The Margaret Galbreath Park was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.  The motion carried by unanimous vote.
6e:  LIGHTS AND WATER FOUNTAIN AT LIBERTY PARK:
	The Council voted unanimously to authorize the city employees to load the water fountain from Mr. Chavez’s home and transfer it to Liberty Park and to table the voting on the light situation at Liberty Park until an estimate can be obtained upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.
6f:  VETERANS’ DISPLAYS AND ALL OTHER ITEMS IN MAIN ST.’S POSSESSION:
	Viva Sonora was granted permission to take possession of all the Veterans’ displays, desks and other items from Friends of Historic Main Street with the stipulation that an inventory be conducted upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.  The motion carried by unanimous vote.
6g:  COC APPLICATION FOR HOTEL/MOTEL OCCUP TAX FUNDS:
	Mr. Max Howorth with The Tourism Committee reported that the committee is meeting on a monthly basis and that next meeting will be held on August 19, 2015.  He also presented an application from the Sonora Chamber of Commerce for the amount of $9,000.00 from the hotel/motel occupancy tax funds.  The funds will be to pay the expenses of the homecoming festivities.  Motion to authorize the amount of $9,000.00 to assist The Chamber of Commerce and The Historical Society with the homecoming festivities was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.  Motion carried unanimously.

6p:  CHAMBER OF COMMERCE QUARTERLY REPORTS:
	The Sonora Chamber of Commerce Quarterly Reports were unanimously accepted as presented upon a motion made by Councilmember Chandler and seconded by Councilmember Munn.
6h:  FRIENDS OF HISTORIC MAIN STREET QUARTERLY REPORTS:
	Councilmember Munn made the motion to approve The Friends of Historic Main Street Quarterly Reports contingent to the pending investigation of the Ambit electric bills. Councilmember Chandler seconded the motion and motion carried by unanimous vote.
6i:  CLOSING OF FRIENDS OF HISTORIC PROG & SHUT DOWN REQUIREMENTS:
	The Council unanimously agreed to remit the amount of $7,169.40 for the April HOTS Fund to Friends of Historic Main Street to pay the bills that are outstanding and close out all operations by July 31, 2015 upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler. 
6j:  FRIENDS OF HISTORIC MAIN STREET’S INVENTORY: 
A motion was made by Councilmember Munn that an inventory be conducted by Alisha and Bill of all equipment, supplies, fixtures, etc. and turn in the inventory list to City Secretary Belia Fay.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Chandler. 
6k: AMEND CONTRACT-WASTEWATER COLLECTION SYSTEM REHAB,PHASE 2:
	Motion to approve Change Order No. 1 amending the contract for the Wastewater Collection System Rehab, Phase 2 by increasing the original contract amount by $11,710.00 which revises the total to $1,359,364.30 and by adding an additional 30 days which revises the contract time to 330 calendar days was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.  Motion passed unanimously.
6l:  AMEND CONTRACT-PHASE II WATER DISTRIB.SYSTEM,CHG ORDER NO. 1:
	Councilmember Dawson made the motion to approve Change Order No. 2 amending the Phase II-Water Distribution System Improvement by decreasing the amount of $89,509.00 which changes the total amount to $694,454.84 and reflecting the contract time to be a total of 207 calendar days.  Motion was seconded by Councilmember Munn.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.
6m:  SETTING FEES FOR REQUEST ON COPIES AND DISKETTES:
	Mr. Kosub addressed the Council regarding the fees for copies and diskettes.  He stated that the fees are set by The Attorney General and the City is currently charging what The Attorney General has set by statute; therefore, no action was taken on this matter.
6n:  POSTING ADDITIONAL SIGNS FOR ‘STUDENT DROP OFF AT THE SCHOOLS:
	The Court unanimously voted to allow the posting of additional “Student Drop Off” signs at The Elementary and Intermediate Schools upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.
6o:  POLICE DEPT.’S REQUEST ON TRADING OR GETTING RID OF 5 SHOTGUNS:
	Chief Dudley reported that the Police Dept. had 5 shotguns that were obsolete and requested permission to trade them for Remington 870 swat guns.  The Council asked him to research the matter and report back to them for further consideration.
REPORT AND OTHER INFORMATION:
	The Senior Center and Police Department monthly reports were accepted as presented upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.
7.  BUDGET WORKSHOP AND ANY ACTION RELATING THERETO:
	No action was taken on the budget workshop and the Council unanimously agreed to re-set the workshop on July 28, 2015 at 6:00 p.m.
