CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Shurley called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  
Brother Matt Killough delivered the Invocation followed by The Pledge of Allegiance to The 
United States Flag and The Texas Flag.
	 PRESENTATIONS, RECOGNITIONS AND UPDATES WERE PRESENTED:
	City Manager Ed Carrasco reported that the Spanish Club will be painting at Liberty Park on Saturday at 9:00 a.m.  He also reported that The Tourism Committee had met and will be meeting another time before any recommendations are made to the City Council.
CONSENT AGENDA:
	Councilmember Munn made the motion to approve the minutes of the prior meetings.  Councilmember Johnson seconded the motion and motion passed by unanimous vote.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ITEMS:
6a.CONTRACT FOR ELECTRIC SUPPLY:
	Mr. Tom Ratza addressed the Council and reported that he had received five bids for the City’s electricity supply.  After studying all the bids, both Mr. Ratza and City Manager Ed Carrasco recommended Reliant Energy for a 60 months plan.  The Council unanimously voted to select Reliant Energy and to sign a contract for 60 months upon a motion made by Councilmember Johnson and seconded by Councilmember Deel.
6b:  SUTTON COUNTY HISTORICAL SOCIETY QUARTERLY REPORTS:
	Motion was made by Councilmember Munn to approve The Sutton County Historical Society Quarterly Reports.  Motion was seconded by Councilmember Dawson and it passed  unanimously.  
6c:  1ST READING-SEDC TO ASSIST IN AN INFRASTRUCTURE PROJECT:
	SEDC Manager Robin Street announced that Sonora Economic Development Corporation has allotted the amount of $225,000.00 to assist the City with the truck stop with the sewage infrastructure.  
6d:  CASE NO. 2015-V-3, REQUEST OF A VARIANCE:
	Motion to grant a variance to John Lopez to extend the roof to the property line at 102 E. College, Blk 19E, Lot 8, Sonora Addition with the stipulation that gutters will be installed was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Deel.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
6e:  SONORA CHAMBER OF COMMERCE’S ANNUAL AUDIT:
	Councilmember made a motion to approve the audit for The Chamber of Commerce.  Councilmember Johnson seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
6f:  REQUEST FROM ST. ANN’S CATHOLIC CHURCH-WALKING PROCESSION:
	A motion was made by Councilmember Deel and seconded by Councilmember Dawson to grant permission to St. Ann’s Catholic Church to have a walking procession on Good Friday.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.
6g:  REQUEST FROM ST. ANN’S CATHOLIC CHURCH-VEHICULAR PROCESSION:
	The Council unanimously granted permission to St. Ann’s Catholic Church to have a vehicular procession on June 7, 2015 and to have police escort upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.

	A brief discussion was held concerning the school signs on E. 2nd St.  Apparently there was some confusion because there is a sign that is posted by the Lutheran Church that states 30 mph instead of 20 mph.  Councilmember Dawson made the motion to remove the 30 mph sign and post a school zone sign on the north bound lane of intersection of Concho and E. 2nd. St.
Councilmember Johnson seconded the motion and motion passed by unanimous vote.
6i:  BID FOR PLUM LIFT STATION REPLACEMENT:
	City Manager Ed Carrasco reported that Mr. Matt Hickey, City Engineer had received bids for the replacement of the Plum and Exxon Lift Stations.  Mr. Hickey recommended that the bid from Austin Engineering Co., Inc. for the total amount of $599,317.00 which consists of $547,317 for the replacement of Plum Lift Station and $52,000.00 for the generator.  The Council unanimously voted to accept the bid from Austin Engineering Co., Inc. for the total amount of $599,317.00 for the replacement of Plum Lift Station and the generator upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.
