CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Shurley called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  
and delivered the Invocation followed by The Pledge of Allegiance to The United States Flag and The Texas Flag.
PUBLIC HEARING:  -Reinvestment Zone on 3.368 Acres, out of the HE&WT Railroad, Survey 86, Abstract No. 834, Block B
	Being that there were no comments and/or questions from the audience, the Mayor closed the public hearing at 6:05 p.m. and proceeded with the following:
	 PRESENTATIONS, RECOGNITIONS AND UPDATES WERE PRESENTED:
	City Manager Ed Carrasco reported the following on the proposed Love’s Truck Stop:  TXDot has agreed to grant an easement along the highway and not over the hill as was suggested earlier and the City’s Engineer Matt Hickey is working on the easement.  Mr. Carrasco also reported that the city does not have to advertise for bids on oil changes service.
CONSENT AGENDA:
	Motion approving the minutes of the prior meeting was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.  Motion carried unanimously.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ITEMS:
7k. WALL SIGNS AT THE ROAD RANGER PROJECT:
	Motion to grant a variance and allow the wall signs, which exceed the City’s ordinance  to be placed at The Road Ranger Travel Center was made by Councilmember Chandler and seconded by Councilmember Munn.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
7l:  PYLON SIGNS AT THE ROAD RANGER PROJECT:
	Councilmember Munn made a motion to grant a variance and allow the pylon signs, which also exceed the City’s ordinance to be placed at The Road Ranger Travel Center.  Councilmember Chandler seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
7a. ORDINANCE NO. 2015-O-12-REINVESTMENT ZONE:
	Councilmember Chandler made the motion to adopt Ordinance No. 2015-O-12, creating a reinvestment zone on 3.365 acres, out of The HE&WT Railroad Company Survey No. 86, Abstract No. 834, Block B, Sutton County, Texas, being all of a called 0.632 acre tract.  A called 1.000 acre tract and a called 0.649 acre tract described in document to Chiross Parternship, L.L.C. recorded in Volume 360, page 628 of The Official Public Records of Sutton County, Texas and being all of a called 1.09 acre tract described in document to Ross-Alexander, L.L.C. recorded in Volume 336, Page 91 of The Offiical Public Records of Sutton County, Texas.  Councilmember Johnson seconded the motion and motion passed by unanimous vote.
7b:  2014-2015 AUDIT REPORT:
	Dusty Routh with Coleman, Horton & Company, LLP presented the 2014-2015 Audit Report to the Council.  The Councilmembers stated that they would like to have more time to study the audit since the written report was just given to them.  Motion to table approving the report was made by Councilmember Dawson and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.  Motion carried unanimously.
7c:  CONTRACT WITH COLEMAN, HORTON & CO. TO CONDUCT 2015-16 AUDIT:
	The Council unanimously voted to renew the contract with Coleman, Horton & Co. L.L.P. to conduct the City’s 2015-16 Fiscal Year Audit upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by  Councilmember Dawson.
7d:  REDISTRICTING PLAN:  
	Rolando L. Rios & Associates PLLC presented two potential plans (Plan A and Plan B) that moves population from Ward 2 into Ward 1 so that the population can be balanced due to the newly annexed area.  A deviation of 3.9% reflected in Plan A and 6.9% in Plan B.  Both plans meet the federal law requirements, which law requires a deviation of less that 10%.  After a brief discussion on this matter, Councilmember Munn made the motion to pass Resolution No. 2015-R-12A, adopting Plan B reflecting a population of 1,760 in District (Ward) 1 and 1,643 in District (Ward 2).  Councilmember Dawson seconded the motion and it carried by unanimously.
7e:  SURVEY AND POSTING A”DEAD END” SIGN AT HIDALGO STREET:
	Motion to table this matter due to Mrs. Norma Perez not present was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Dawson.  Motion passed unanimously.
7f:  SETTING TWO PUBLIC HEARINGS FOR THE PROPOSED ANNEXATIONS:
	The Council unanimously voted to set the first public hearing on January 19, 2015 and the seconded public hearing on February 8, 2015 at 6:00 p.m. upon a motion made by Councilmember Dawson and seconded by Councilmember Munn.
7g:  PROPERTY AT 202 S. CROCKETT AVE:
	Councilmember Munn announced that this matter was taken care of, therefore; no action was taken.
7h: INVENTORY OF ITEMS REMOVED FROM MAIN ST. OFFICE BY VIVA SONORA:
	Councilmember Terri Johnson reported that she had borrowed some tables and chairs from Viva Sonora that were removed from The Main St. office and was told that in the future, a rental fee would be required.  The Council agreed to have all items that were removed from the Main Street office by Viva Sonora be returned to the City due to no inventory list available.  They instructed City Attorney James Kosub to send a letter by regular and certified mail requesting that all items be returned by January 15, 2016. 
7i:  ACCEPTING BID TO BUY THE AIRPORT’S CONTAMINATED JET A FUEL: 
	City Manager Ed Carrasco reported that only one bid was submitted for the purchase of the contaminated Jet A fuel at the airport.  Motion to accept the bid from Mr. Edward Earwood was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
7j:  SIGNATURES REQUESTING FUNDS-TX CAPITAL DEVELOP BLK GRANT:
	Councilmember Munn made the motion to pass Resolution No. 2015-R-12 authorizing the Mayor to execute contractual documents between The Texas Dept. of Agriculture and the City for The Texas Community Development Block Grant Program and further authorizing the City Manager, Mayor and City Secretary to execute The State of Texas Request for Payment Form and A Purchase Voucher requesting funds from The Texas Community Development Block Grant Program.  Councilmember Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
7m:  APPROVE FUNDS TO FLING DING CLUB FROM HOT TAX REVENUE:
	The Council unanimously approved payment for the amount of $7,500.00 from the Hotel/Motel Occupancy Tax Funds of The City of Sonora to The Fling Ding Club for its Annual Fling Ding to be held on January 30, 2016 upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.
7n:  APPROVE FUNDS TO THE PAVILION COMMITTEE:
	The Council unanimously approved payment for the amount of $30,000.00 to The Pavilion Committee to assist with electrical work at the new pavilion on the Sutton County Slab upon a motion made by Councilmember Chandler and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.
7o:  SETTING COMPENSATION FOR THE MAYOR AND COUNCILMEMBERS:
	Councilmember Munn made the motion to set the compensation for the Mayor and Councilmembers as it is currently, which is $100.00 for regular meeting and $50.00 for special meetings.  Councilmember Dawson seconded the motion and it passed by unanimous vote.
7p: RECOMMENDATION ON HIRING A CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER:
	The Council unanimously approved the hiring of Charles Briggs Simms as Code Enforcer for the City of Sonora upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.	
	Mayor Shurley recessed the meeting at 8:00 p.m. for a five-minute break and announced that immediately after the break; the Council would go into Executive Session.
