CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Shurley called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

	City Manager Ed Carrasco reported that the items from Friends of Historic Sonora Main Street had been returned by Viva Sonora.  City Engineer Matt Hickey reported that there are some defects with the wiring at the Sonora Wastewater Plant and Cunningham, Constructors and Associates has agreed to fix the wiring connections.

	Mrs. Brigette Rogers inquired about the location of The Stripes property, also asked why these two properties were not included with the first annexation and how many more properties were being considered for annexation.  City Manager Ed Carrasco replied that the Stripes store was located at the end of Hwy 290 West, across the street from the rodeo arena and it was not included in the first annexation because it had initially been reported that it was within the city limits. He further stated that the Fuentez property was inadvertently overlooked with the first annexation and thus far, these were the only properties being considered at the present time.

	Mrs. Brigette Rogers appeared before the Council and requested that Council waive the personnel charges regarding public information requests.  She further stated that taxpayers should be charged for copies accordingly but the Council should consider waiving the personnel charges for local taxpayers.  The Council asked City Attorney, Mr. Kosub to research the city ordinance regarding open records requests and asked city staff to research the matter as to how much time is spent on processing the open records requests.  No action was taken on this matter.
7c:  PLUM LIFT STATION REPLACEMENT-CHANGE ORDER NO. 2:
	Councilmember Dawson made the motion to approve The Plum Lift Station Replacement Change Order No. 2 by amending the contract amount from $599,317.00 to $637,932.00 and extending the contract time from 300 calendar days to 360 calendar days. 7i:  TX DEPT.OF AGRICULTURE TXCDBG CONTRACT:
	Resolution No. 2016-R-01 was unanimously adopted approving the policies in connection with the City of Sonora and The Texas Community Development Block Grant upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.
7j:  PROCLAMATION DECLARING JANUARY AS FAIR HOUSING MONTH:
	The Proclamation proclaiming January as Fair Housing Month in The City of Sonora was unanimously approved upon a motion made by Councilmember Chandler and seconded by Councilmember Munn.
7k:  LICENSED HANDGUN CARRY SIGNS FOR CITY HALL:
	A lengthy discussion was held regarding the License Handgun Carry signs.  Several options and recommendations on the signs were suggested.  Motion to post signs at City Hall only when court sessions and voting are in process pursuant to The Texas Penal Code §30.06 and §30.07 was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.
7l:  FIRE CODE ADOPTION:
	Fire Marshal TJ Thorp was not able to be present; therefore, no action was taken on this matter.
	Mayor Shurley recessed the meeting for a five minute break.

7m:  APPOINT T. FISHER-MEMBER OF THE SONORA TOURISM COMMITTEE:
	Motion appointing Tammy Fisher as a member to The Sonora Tourism Committee to replace Jimmy Cahill was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.  Motion passed unanimously.
7n: REQUEST TO INSTALL PERMANENT GENERATOR:
	Motion to grant Verizon a special use permit to install a permanent generator at the corner of Concho and Plum Streets was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.
7o:  SEWER RATES:
	A discussion was held concerning the sewer rates.  Water Supervisor Charlotte McElwain addressed the Council and presented a report reflecting 15 residential and 5 commercial accounts comparing the averaging billing versus actual usage billing.  She reported that the differences in the 15 residential accounts were $4,000.00 and the commercial accounts were $1,000.00.  It was the consensus of the Council that something has to be done to be able to afford the infrastructure payments and asked Charlotte to prepare a spreadsheet with more thorough figures for the next meeting.  A motion was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler to research more data and figures and discuss this matter at the next meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
7p:  THE TX  MAIN STREET LOCALLY DESIGNED PROGRAM 2016 CONTRACT:
	Motion to decline participation in The Texas Main Street Program with The Texas Historical Commission for 2016 was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.

	Councilmember Johnson made the motion to approve the SEDC Quarterly Report.  Councilmember Chandler seconded the motion and it passed by unanimous vote.

Chief Dudley reported that he is the process of applying for two grants.  One grant is for the purchase of car radios for the amount of $62,000.00 and the other grant is for the purchase of two vehicles.  He further stated that if both grants are awarded, the purchases will have to be paid by the City coffers first and then the City will be reimbursed.
