CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Shurley called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and delivered the Invocation followed by The Pledge of Allegiance to The United States Flag and The Texas Flag.
PRESENTATIONS, RECOGNITIONS AND UPDATES WERE PRESENTED:
	City Manager Ed Carrasco reported that they are still working on easements on Love’s Travel Center.  He also reported that the City Engineer Matt Hickey is still working on preparing the specifications on the bids for the water well regarding the Love’s Truck Stop.  
	Next, was the presentation of mosquitos by Animal Control Officer, Suzanne Whitworth.  Suzanne explained that she uses the BTI system because it is more effective and environmental safe.  She further explained that in order for the mosquito spraying to be effective, it has to physically contact the mosquito and it only kills 30 percent of the mosquitos.    
CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion made by Councilmember Munn to approve the minutes of the prior meeting and the Sonora Police Department Report.  Motion was seconded by Councilmember Chandler.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
			DISCUSSION AND ACTION ITEMS:
6a: ACCESS OF SAFETY DEPOSIT BOX:
	The Council unanimously voted to authorize the City Manager and Mayor access to the safety deposit box(s) at the Bank and Trust upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Rousselot.
6b:  SICK LEAVE POLICY:
	City Manager Ed Carrasco clarified  the sick leave policy , specifically the section that states that new employees hired after September 30, 2005 will accumulate sick leave as everyone else, but they will no longer be compensated for accumulated sick leave that is on the books, if, later they decide to terminate while in good standing.  
6c:  DONATIONS FROM SONORABANK& ENERVEST FOR TRAINING CLASS:
	The Council unanimously voted to accept donations from Sonora Bank and EnerVest to help pay for a training class called “Plain Clothes Response to Violent Encounters” that will be hosted here by the Sonora Police Dept. upon a motion made by councilmember Munn and seconded by councilmember Barrera.  
6d: SPECIAL USE PERMIT-CASE NO. 2016-SP-6(GESKE):
	Mrs. Debbie Geske was present and requested a special use permit to operate a business out of a residential zone at 214 Hudspeth St.  After a brief discussion on this matter, Councilmember Munn made the motion to grant a variance for pet grooming to Mrs. Geske for a year and review the case again on June of 2017.  Councilmember Rousselot seconded the motion and it passed by unanimous vote.
6e:  RELEASE FUNDS TO CUNNINGHAM&ASSOCIATES IN RE: WW PLANT:
	City Manager Ed Carrasco reported that he had received a letter from the firm that represents Cunningham Constructors & Assoc., Inc. demanding the release of funds for the amount of $87,200.66 in relation to the Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements (TWDB CWSFR No. 72101).  He also received a Certificate of Approval from The Texas Water Development Board stating that as required by Section 375.105, Texas Administrative Code, the Certificate of Approval is issued to permit the final release of construction retainage. Councilmember Munn made the motion to release the funds of $87,200.66 to Cunningham Constructors & Associates, Inc.  Councilmember Chandler seconded the motion and motion carried unanimously. 
6f:  REQUEST OF WAIVER FOR FIREWORKS STAND:
	  The Council unanimously granted a waiver to sell fireworks through midnight on July 4th with the stipulation that they will comply with city ordinance upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.  
6g:  POSTING 10 MPH SIGNS:
	After a brief discussion on posting signs on E. College Street, the motion was made by Councilmember Chandler to post 20 mph signs on E. College between Concho Avenue and Murphy Street.  Councilmember Rousselot seconded the motion and motion passed by unanimous vote.

	The Council entered into Executive Session at 7:07 p.m. in Accordance with Texas Government Code, Subchapter D., Section §552.074 (Private consultation between council and its  attorney).
