CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Shurley called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  
and delivered the Invocation followed by The Pledge of Allegiance to The United States Flag and The Texas Flag.
	 PRESENTATIONS, RECOGNITIONS AND UPDATES WERE PRESENTED:
	City Manager Ed Carrasco reported the 20 mph signs have been posted near parking lot at the High School off of Crockett Ave. and the lights are installed on Water Street.  Chief Dudley introduced the two newly hired police officers who are:  Jessica Oestreich and Marco Guajardo.
	Mayor Shurley swore in the new police officers and welcomed them to the City of Sonora.

CONSENT AGENDA:
	The minutes for the April 6th and April 20th meeting were unanimously approved upon a motion made by Councilmember Todd and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.

	*Newly Elected Councilmember Doug Chandler took his Statement of Elected Officer and his Oath of Office and was seated for the rest of the Council proceedings.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ITEMS:
7a.APPOINTING A MAYOR PRO TEM:
	The Council unanimously voted to appoint Councilmember Munn as The Mayor Pro Tem upon a motion made by Councilmember Dawson and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.
7b:  SWIMMING POOL:
	Mrs. Tammy Favila, Pool Manager addressed the Council about the swimming pool.  She reported that swimming lessons will be held at different times for different age groups and will be given by certified city lifeguards.  The pool will be opened every day, except Wednesdays.  Admission is $2.00 per person and private parties are $75.00.  She reported that some of the lights are not working and the Council asked City Manager Ed Carrasco to have someone check them out.  Motion approving Mrs. Favila’s report was made by Councilmember Dawson and seconded by Councilmember Munn.  Motion carried unanimously.
7c:  ORDINANCES REGARDING CITY ATTORNEY AND CITY PROSECUTOR:
	City Manager stated that since the Kosub firm had been hired and Mr. James Kosub and Mr. Clint Griffin are partners, both Mr. Kosub and Mr. Griffin can be hired as City Attorney and City Prosecutor, respectively.  Councilmember Dawson inquired why the City had changed from Mrs. Elizabeth Wallace to Mr. James Kosub as City Attorney.  Mr. Carrasco replied that he did not know the answer for the change since he was not employed with the City at that time.
7d:  INTRODUCTION OF CITY PROSECUTOR:
	Mr. Clint Griffin was introduced as the City’s Prosecutor.  
7e:  INTRODUCTION OF EATON HILL EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR:
	Ms. Keith Godwin was introduced as Executive Director of Eaton Hill.
7f:  RESIDENCY AT THE AIRPORT:
	Motion to table this matter until further information can be obtained was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.  Motion carried unanimously.
7g:  LIONS’ CLUB BRICKS AT MARGARET GALBREATH PARK:
	No action was taken on this matter.
7h:  CHANGE ORDER NUMBER 1 FOR PLUM LIFT STATION REPLACEMENT:
	The Plum Lift Station Replacement Change Order Number 1 revising the contract’s original amount from $599,317.00 to $613,062.00 was unanimously approved upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler. 
7i:  CHANGE ORDER NO 1-PHASE II-WATER DISTRIB. SYS IMPROVEMENTS:	The Phase II-Water Distribution System Improvements Change Order No. 1 revising the contract’s original amount of $748,895.10 to $783,963.84 and original contract time from 200 calendar days to 207 calendar day was unanimously approved upon a motion made by Councilmember Dawson and seconded by Councilmember Munn.
7j:  RESOLUTION NO. 2015-R-5B-SUTTON COUNTY DAYS PARADE:
	Mayor Shurley read the Resolution for the City of Sonora 2015 Rodeo Parade which will be held on June 27, 2015 and closing North Crockett Avenue.  Motion adopting the Resolution was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
7k:  ANNEXATION PROPERTY-CLAY CADE:
	Mr. Clay Cade addressed the Council and stated that his property is on the proposed list for annexation and asked the Council not to annex his property because of his training horses that he has on his property.  The Council replied that if the property is annexed, he could apply for a permit once a year.  No action was taken on this matter.
7l:  SERVICE PLAN FOR ANNEXED AREA:
	Office Manager Betty Hernandez read the Service Plan for the annexed area.  Motion adopting the service plan for the annexed area was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.  Motion carried unanimously.
7m: PUBLIC HEARINGS FOR THE PROPOSED ANNEXATION:
	Councilmember Dawson made the motion to schedule the public hearings for the proposed annexation on June 15th and June 29th at 6:00 p.m.  Councilmember Munn seconded the motion and it carried by unanimous vote.
7n: BUDGET WORKSHOPS:
Motion setting budget workshops for June 29th and July 13th at 6:00 p.m. was made by
Councilmember Dawson and seconded by Councilmember Munn.  Motion passed unanimously. 
7o:  AIRPORT ADVISORY BOARD UPDATE:
	Mr. Edward Earwood with the Airport Advisory Board reported that a meeting had been held and Mr. Paul Martinez had attended his first meeting.  He further stated that the board has ideas and goals and all board members are in agreement that the fuel system is priority.  He presented the Council with quotes for Jet A fuel and 10LL tanks for the airport and indicated that there might be some grants available to assist the City in purchasing the tanks.  Mrs. Robin Street reminded the Council that perhaps the SEDC could assist also.  Councilmember Munn emphasized that the City is trying to decrease the budget and it just wouldn’t be feasible to decide on purchasing the fuel tanks at the present time.  He further stated that he understood that getting the fuel system was very important and necessary but will have to be discussed during the budget workshops.  Mayor Shurley asked if other options could be sought in getting the fuel system in operation.  There were some suggestions but no one was certain that it would work and/or be safe.  
	Motion to post a sign with the code at the airport gate and combination lock going towards the restaurant and golf course was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.  Motion carried unanimously.
	A brief discussion was then held regarding the weight limit restriction that is posted on the website.  Mr. Earwood asked the Council to consider not posting the weight limit restriction.  City Attorney James Kosub advised the Council that since the weight limit restriction was already posted and if they were to unpost it, it might result in a liability issue if there was ever an accident.  Mr. Earwood advised the Council that big airplanes would not consider flying in anyway because of the length of the runway and that he didn’t foresee any big airplanes and/or jets flying in even if the weight limit restriction was lifted.  No action was taken on this matter.
7p:  PUBLIC HEARING TO EXPEND 4-B SALES TAX FUNDS:
	SEDC Manager Robin Street announced that Sandra Gonzales, dba Amis Gift Shop has applied for assistance in purchasing a floral cooler.  SEDC has reviewed her plan and approved a $5,000.00 grant.  No action was taken on this matter since this is only a public hearing.
7q:  TOURISM COMMITTEE UPDATE:
	SEDC Manger Robin Street presented an update on the Tourism Committee.  The following actions were taken:
	Motion made by Councilmember Dawson to approve The Tourism Committee responsibility for evaluation and recommendations for the HOTS budget expenditures which will submitted to City Council for approval.  Motion was seconded by Councilmember Munn and carried by unanimous vote.
	Motion made by Councilmember Johnson to approve the recovery of surplus funds in the amount of $35,000.00 from Sutton County Historical Society and $133,000.00 from the Main Street Program to be deposited into a separate City of Sonora HOTS bank account using City signatories for payment of approved budgeted expenses.  Motion was seconded by Councilmember Chandler and motion carried unanimously.
	The Council unanimously approved transitioning the unallocated HOTS receipts that will not be distributed to The Main Street Program into the new City of Sonora HOTS bank account beginning July 1, 2015 upon a motion made by Councilmember Dawson and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.  
	Councilmember Munn made the motion to approve The Tourism Committee HOTS budget beginning July 1, 2105 through March 31, 2016.  Councilmember Chandler seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
	The Tourism Committee was unanimously authorized to approve the basic elements of project eligibility and evaluation criteria to be used to determine eligibility for grant requests by a motion made by Councilmember Dawson and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.
REPORT AND OTHER INFORMATION:
	The monthly reports for the Police Department and Senior Center were unanimously accepted as presented upon a motion made by Councilmember Johnson and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.
CITIZENS’ AND VISITORS’ COMMENTS:
	Mr. Michael Ramirez inquired about the proposed annexation.  He asked the Council approximately how much ad valorem tax is anticipated from the annexation.  It was reported that $47,000.00 is the projected figure. He asked if additional personnel would have to be hired.  The Council stated that issue would have to be evaluated later on.
