CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Shurley called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

6c: ADVERTISEMENT FOR DEPOSITORY BIDS:
	The Council unanimously authorized the advertisement for depository bids upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.

6d:  REQUEST TO SONORA TOURISM COM. TO CHANGE MEETING DATE:
	Councilmember Dawson rescinded this request, therefore; no action was taken on this matter.
6e:  PROCEDURES ON HANDLING MONEY FOR SNACKS & DRINKS AT AIRPORT:
	A brief discussion was held regarding the money that is being donated at the airport for snacks and drinks.  It was unanimously agreed upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn to have Public Works Supervisor Peter Duran collect the money from the money box and bring it to City Secretary Belia Fay and the money will be deposited into the General Fund and Maria Capuchina, the maintenance lady will go purchase any snacks and drinks that need to be replaced.  Motion was seconded by Councilmember Johnson.
6f:  PUBLICITY & TOURISM AGREE WITH THE SONORA COC:
	This matter was unanimously tabled upon a motion made by Councilmember Dawson and seconded by Councilmember Munn.
6g:  PUBLICITY & TOURISM AGREE WITH THE SUTTON CO. HIST. SOCIETY:
	This matter was unanimously tabled upon a motion made by Councilmember Dawson and seconded by Councilmember Munn.
6h:  CASE 2016-PL-3-115 OAKWOOD, BLOCK 2, LOT 12 MEADOWCREEK ADD:
	The Council unanimously voted to accept The Board of Adjustment’s recommendation to allow Mrs. Betty Stewart to re-plat Lot 12, which is a vacant lot and to file a new plat reflecting the change upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.



6i:  PRICING FOR 100LL FUEL AT THE AIRPORT:
Mr. Edward Earwood reported to the Council that the airport advisory board is recommending that the Council consider a 75 to 80 cents increase above the City’s fuel cost per gallon.  A brief discussion was then held comparing Eldorado, Junction and Ozona’s fuel prices.  Mr. Earwood suggested that the Council set the price per gallon according to the market.  Motion was made by Councilmember Munn requesting that the City Manager monitor the fuel price and authorizing him to adjust the price with the current market, but not to set it below 70 cents above the actual cost per gallon and to give an update to the Council every six months for further re-evaluation.  Motion was seconded by Councilmember Dawson and motion carried by unanimous vote.
6j:  INC SUR TO DETERMINE IF SONORA IS WITHIN THE MEDIAN HOUSEHOLD:
	This matter was tabled for the March 29, 2016 meeting upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.
6k:  HOT FUNDS-100TH ANNIVERSARY OF THE TX A&M RESEARCH STATION:
	Representative Robin Street addressed the Council and stated that The Sonora Tourism Committee was recommending that the City approve the amount of $10,000.00 from the HOTS Fund to The Texas A&M Research Station for their 100th Anniversary event.  Councilmember Munn made the motion to accept the recommendation of The Sonora Tourism Committee and approve the amount of $10,000.00 from the HOTS Fund to The Texas A&M Research Station for their 100th Anniversary.  Councilmember Chandler seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
6l:  SNR TOURISM COMMITTEE TO FUND SUTTON CO. HISTORICAL SOCIETY	Council unanimously voted to table this matter upon a motion made by Councilmember Dawson and seconded by Councilmember Munn. 
6m:  SNR TOURISM COMMITTEE TO FUND SONORA CHAMBER OF COMMERCE:
	Council unanimously voted to table this matter upon a motion made by Councilmember Dawson and seconded by Councilmember Munn.
6n: REQUEST FROM LANDOWNERS REGARDING UTILITY EASEMENT:
	SEDC Manager Robin Street addressed the Council and presented Notice of Agreements to donate property for an easement from Stanley James and wife, Clara and Mike Dillard and wife, Janay.    City Attorney James Kosub voiced his concern over some of the other stipulations in the agreement.  Ms. Street will meet with the landowners again and will draw up another agreement and Mr. Kosub will review it before it is presented to the Council for further consideration.  This matter was tabled until March 29, 2016 upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Johnson.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
6o:   ABATEMENT TO CGP DEVELOPERS FOR POSSIBLE TAX ABATEMENTS:
	SEDC Manager Robin Street presented a letter addressed to the Sonora Economic Development Corporation regarding an agreement for sales and property tax abatements for a proposed retail project to be located in the City of Sonora. There was a brief discussion regarding the proposed terms.  The Council unanimously agreed that an application be filed for further discussion and consideration upon a motion made by Councilmember Johnson and seconded by Councilmember Munn.
6p: ORDINANCE-PARKING OF HEAVY DUTY TRUCKS ON RESIDENTIAL AREAS:
	Motion to table this matter and discuss it at the special meeting set for March 29, 2016 was made by Councilmember Munn.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Chandler and it passed by unanimous vote.
6q:  ORDINANCE RE- PEOPLE ALLOWING WATER RUN INTO THE STREET:
	Councilmember Munn made the motion to pass Ordinance No. 2016-O-3 promoting water conservation and providing enforcement of wasteful water running into the streets.  Councilmember Chandler seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
6r:  RESOLUTION 2016-R-3 HOMELAND SECURITY GRANT:
	Resolution 2016-R-3 designating Chief William R. Dudley, Jr. as the city’s authorized official for the purposes of submitting The Homeland Security Grant Application to The Office of the Governor was passed on a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
6s:  RESOLUTION 2016-R-3A- E. BYME MEMORIAL JUSTICE ASSIST. GRANT:
	Resolution 2016-R-3A designating Chief William R. Dudley, Jr. as the City’s authorized official for the purposes of submitting The DJ-Edward Byme Memorial Justice Assistance Grant-Fleet Update to The Office of The Governor was passed on a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.  Motion passed unanimously.
	Chief Dudley announced that the police department was awarded the NRA grant and  “IN GOD WE TRUST” decals have been placed on all pd vehicles.

	The Council entered into Executive Session in Accordance with Texas Government Code, Section 551.087-deliberations regarding Economic Development Negotiations.
