PRESENTATIONS, RECOGNITIONS AND UPDATES WERE PRESENTED:
	City Manager Ed Carrasco reported that he and Mayor Shurley had checked the safety deposit box at Sonora Bank as authorized by Council at a previous meeting and the contents consisted of three executive tapes dated October 6th and 20th of 1987 and one of November 15, 1988.  He further reported that they left the tapes there and proceeded to The Bank and Trust.
They weren’t able to check the box at the B&T because the bank required a copy of the minutes reflecting their authorization to the city’s safety deposit box.  Mr. Carrasco announced that the property that will be used for Love’s Truck Stop has been officially conveyed to Love’s Travel Center.  
	Mr. Jason Luna, Specialist with USDA Rural Development made a presentation on grant and loan information regarding water and waste disposal, home repairs and community facilities programs.    
CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion made by Councilmember Munn to approve the minutes of the prior meeting, the Sonora Police Department and Senior Center Monthly Reports.  Motion was seconded by Councilmember Chandler.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
			DISCUSSION AND ACTION ITEMS:
7a:  APPOINTING A MAYOR PRO TEM:
	The Council unanimously voted to appoint Councilmember Munn as Mayor Pro Tem upon a motion made by Councilmember Rousselot and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.
7b:  NATIONAL PEACE OFFICER MEMORIAL DAY PROCLAMATION:
	Councilmember Munn made the motion to approve the Proclamation designating May 15th – 21st, 2016 as Police Week in the City of Sonora.  Councilmember Chandler seconded the motion and it passed by unanimous vote.
7c:  SONORA MUNICIPAL SWIMMING POOL:
	The motion was made by Councilmember Munn to hire two lifeguards and an assistant manager, provide the shirts and shorts for the city personnel, open the pool on May 23 through 26th from 2:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m., starting on May 30th through August 19th  operating hours will be from 2:00 to 6:00 p.m., the pool will be closed on Wednesdays and Saturdays, however private parties will be available on Saturdays and possible extended hours for $100.00 at the Pool Manager’s discretion, swimming lessons will start on June 6th .  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Chandler and carried unanimously. 
7d:  AGREEMENT TO DONATE LAND FROM MIKE & JANEY DILLARD:
	Mike and Janey Dillard were present and there was a discussion on some amendments to the notice of agreement to donate land.  It was unanimously agreed that the legal description for the land will be amended to include 15 feet for the permanent easement and 25 feet for the temporary easement upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Rousselot.
7e:  AGREEMENT TO DONATE LAND FROM STANLEY AND CLARA JAMES:
	Motion to amend the agreement to donate land from Stanley and Clara James to include 15 feet for the permanent easement and 25 feet for the temporary easement was made by Councilmember Rousselot and seconded by Councilmember Barrera.  Motion passed by 
unanimous vote.
7f:  NEW INCOME SURVEY TO TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR GRANTS:
	Councilmember Chandler made the motion to conduct a new income survey for the purpose of determining if the City of Sonora falls within the median household parameters to be eligible for grants.  Councilmember Rousselot seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.      
7g:  SNR TOURISM COMM- DRY DEVIL’S RIVER MUSIC FLOOD, BY COC:  
	Motion was made by Councilmember Munn to approve payment for the amount of $15,000.00 to assist the Chamber with The Dry Devil’s River Music Flood as recommended by The Sonora Tourism Committee.  Motion was seconded by Councilmember Chandler and it carried by unanimous vote.        
7h: NEW MEMBERS APPOINTED TO SNR TOURISM COMMITTEE:   
	The Council unanimously appointed Donna Garrett and Michael Price to replace Keith Godson and Corey Norrell to The Sonora Tourism Committee upon a motion made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Rousselot.     
7i:  HANDICAP RAMP ON MAIN STREET:
	City Manager Ed Carrasco asked for the Council’s approval on building a handicap ramp on the north side of Main Street in front of The Sonora Abstract Co.  Motion was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler to build the handicap ramp.  Motion passed unanimously.
7j:  DOG LEASH ORDINANCE-BILL BASIL:
	No discussion or action on this matter due to the fact that Mr. Basil rescinded his request.
7k:  RESOLUTION 2016-R-5A-ROW FOR THE SUTTON CO. DAYS PARADE:
	The Council unanimously agreed to adopt Resolution 2016-R-5A stating that the City of Sonora will cooperate fully with the requirements of the State of Texas Dept. of Transportation during the closure of North Crockett Ave on June 25, 2016 for The 2016 Sutton County Rodeo Parade upon a motion made by Councilmember Barrera and seconded by Councilmember Rousselot.
7l:  ST. ANN’S CATHOLIC CHURCH TO CLOSE  STREETS FOR A PROCESSION:
	A motion was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Rousselot to grant permission to St. Ann’s Catholic Church to have a vehicular procession on May 29, 2016 with city police escort. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
7m:  ADJUST SEWER,WATER&GARBAGE RATES FOR OUT OF CITY RESIDENTS:	A lengthy discussion was held regarding the adjustment of rates for all non-city residents and businesses that are being provided with sewer, water and garbage services.  Water Supervisor Charlotte McElwain presented a chart reflecting the current rates and the proposed rates.   She further stated that she had called Sterling City, Junction and San Angelo and they are currently assessing a higher rate for residents that live out of their city limits.  The Council discussed the fact that the election for de-annexation passed and no additional ad valorem taxes would be collected so consequently, they had to evaluate other options to offset the operating costs and expenses of all the infrastructure that TCEQ is mandating.  The following table reflects the motion that was made by Councilmember Munn and seconded by Councilmember Chandler.  Motion passed unanimously.
