	POLICE DEPT:  
[bookmark: _GoBack]	Chief Dudley proposed at 5% increase in salaries for his department, excluding the part-time officers.  He distributed a nationwide report on the police and sheriff’s patrol officers’ annual salaries.  He also requested a new vehicle for the amount of $52,000.00.  
	ANIMAL CONTROL:
	The proposed budget for the Animal Control Dept. also reflected a 5% salary increase for the Animal Control Officer and a few other changes.
	SENIOR CENTER:
	The Senior Center proposed budget reflected a 4% increase on salaries for full-time and part-time employees.  The Senior Director also requested a new passenger van with the proposed amount of $40,000.00.
	MUNICIPAL COURT:
	The Municipal Court proposed budget reflected a 4% increase on salaries for the Municipal Judge and Clerk.  The state fees (court costs) reflected a $20,000.00 increase.
	
AIRPORT REVENUE:

Fuel revenue had a proposed increase of $3,000.00 and an increase of $12,000.00 on transfer from General Fund.  

AIRPORT EXPENDITURES:

Airport proposed budget reflects an overall $12,000 increase.
